FROM THE PRINCIPAL 
 

At the November PTA Meeting, 

principal intern Sue Austin talked 

about how the elementary schools 

(Moose Hill, North, South and 

Matthew Thornton) are working to 

adopt the Professional Learning 

Community process.  This process 

allows us to refine and formalize basic 

practices that we already do 

successfully.  For instance, our grade 

levels have always met as teams; 

however, the PLC team meeting 

format provides a structure that 

insures consistent and appropriate 

analysis and utilization of assessment 

results and instructional interventions 

based on quantitative data. 
 

Four crucial questions drive the work 

of the PLC: 

1.  What do we want each student to 

learn? 

2. How will  we know when each 

student has learned it? 

3. How will we respond when a 

student experiences difficulty in 

learning? 

4. How will we extend and enrich 

the learning for students who are 

already proficient? 
 

In conjunction with a consultant, we 

have begun our work by first deciding 

on the essential standards that we 

want all students to master at each 

grade level in reading.  These 

essential standards align to our present 

curriculum benchmarks.  Although 

these standards are tested to some 

degree on our unit benchmark tests, 

the level of student mastery for each 

standard is unclear.  To address this, 

the elementary schools will be 

working with the consultant to 

develop common formative 

assessments that will measure just one 

standard/skill at a time.  These will be 

administered after shorter periods of 

instruction, before the unit test, and 

will be short in length.   
 

These assessments will be used to 

determine which students need 

ñreteachingò and which students 

would benefit from enrichment.  Our 

academic schedules will include a 

brief period for these groups to meet, 

with another assessment to follow.  

South School will fully implement the 

ñreteachò and ñenrichò format next 

year.

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The fifth graders are just finishing up with 

their perspective unit this month. After 

that, the students will create paper bowls before the 

holiday break. Students will learn how to 

recycle construction paper by tearing it into 

small pieces, soaking them in water overnight, 

mixing the paper with glue and pouring it into a bowl 

shaped mold. 
 

The fourth graders will also be making rectangle paper 

designs using the same process as 5
th
 graders but with a 

different color for a different object. The fourth graders 

will also use clay to create textured tiles this month. 
 

The third graders will be beginning their puppet making 

unit this month. This is a fun, popular project with 

students. Each student chooses an animal, creates a 

puppet head with newspaper, papier-mâché and paint. 

Students select their own fabric pattern or color that best 

represents the body. They will finish their puppets with a 

variety of materials for individual details. I hope many 

students will bring their puppets back to school in May for 

the annual Art Show. 
 

The second graders will be creating snow globes with 

modeling clay and baby food jars this month. There 

will also be time to create craft foam magnets. The 

first graders will now begin winter-themed 

projects before moving onto art history based 

projects in 2011.
