EXECUTIVE FUNCTIONING  
 

What is Executive Functioning?  Think of Executive Functioning as the CEO of your brain responsible for planning, 

organizing, flexibility, task initiation, time management, emotional control and problem solving. 

Executive Functioning ñtip of the monthò: 
 

No matter how old a child is they can be responsible for packing their own backpack.  Attach a luggage tag to the 

backpack and list all the items your child should make sure they have in it.  For non-readers, use pictures.  Keep the list 

brief and do it with your child.  Once you have the list, directly teach your child how to use the tag to make sure they 

have everything they need.  An example may be to include lunch, snack, homework, signed assignment book, etcé  You 

can use one side for home to school and the other for school to home. This will help to promote organization, 

independence, and planning.
