FROM THE PRINCIPAL 
 

On January 1, the 

revision of New 

Hampshireôs bully 

law, RSA 193-F, 

goes into effect.  Londonderry 

administrators spoke to all of our 

Londonderry PTA groups in 

October, sent a letter home in 

November and sent the revised 

district policy home in December.  

The revised law gives school 

officials a guideline to focus on the 

bullyôs behavior, and establishes 

investigative procedures and 

measures to protect students from 

further bullying and retaliation.  

 

In order to involve our students in 

understanding how to deal with a 

bullying situation as the victim or 

the bystander, our teachers 

developed age-appropriate, anti-

bullying goals for each grade level.  

These goals will be posted and 

taught during the month of 

January.   
 

During November and December, 

Mr. Hunt and I have visited 

classrooms and shared the books 

Have You Filled a Bucket Today 

and One.   Both books address 

bullying prevention.  At the 

December All-School Meeting, the 

South School Administration 

informed the student body about 

the new law and the consequences 

of bullying.  This occurred after 

student council members, Caitlyn 

Montgomery and Jacob Gagnon, 

gave a dramatic reading of One 

and introduced our school-wide 

anti-bullying goal: It Just Takes 

One.  The words have now been 

added to the South School 

expectations:  Respect, 

Responsibility and Safety and It 

Just Takes One.  These words are 

recited over the intercom each 

morning.

¶ Think about what you say 

before you say it.  

¶ Ask yourself, ñWill this help or 

will this hurt?ò 

¶ If you hear someone being 

hurtful, intervene. Say  ñStop!ò 

in a loud voice and get help.

Play by the rules and be fair. 

¶ Review the rules of the game. 

¶ Use kind words. 

¶ Be a good sport even when 

you are losing. 
¶ Respect others. 

Treat others as you would like them 

to treat you.

One group-one goal
